Action points from Andover ‘Growing Green’ Day

Energy Group

· Install photovoltaics.  Look at Energy Saving Trust, http://www.est.org.uk/, and solar sensors companies

· Look at energy use in our homes

· Encourage our friends – view it as helping in discipleship, rather than “nagging”

· Remind people constantly

· Useful books: FOE “Save Money, Save the Planet”, “Go MAD”

Climate Change

· Offset personal carbon emissions for holidays, by supporting carbon offset schemes (often based in developing countries)

· Encourage all forms of education on the environment

· Get to parents via children and schools

· Council tax rebate

· More proactive and commitment 

· Encourage good practices, comment and compliment when we see positive changes

Transport

· Lobby for an Early Day Motion linking personal carbon credits to tax credits

· Encourage regional transport group schemes to share best practices

· Encourage SUSTRANS Safe Routes to Schools programme, by promoting to our local schools

· Car clubs for churches, shopping etc

· Utilise public transport where possible

· Lobby against public transport cuts

· Encourage walking , cycling etc

General Points

· Believe you can make a difference – many active Christians in the UK

· Engage in more efficient education

· Believe the mission of the church is to  “save the planet”

·  Recognise that discipleship/mission will be costly

· We have to persuade Governments, etc to change monetary policies

Food

· Buy near the producer

· Education on how to cook seasonal foods

· Fairtrade where possible

· Animal friendly

· Eat less fish and avoid endangered fish stocks or endangered marine habitats

· Food packaging minimised

· Try not use plastic bags – reuse what you have.  Try never to acquire another supermarket bag ever again!

· Lobby Governments re plastic bags cf. Ireland

· Lobby supermarkets to follow LOAF principles and reduce packaging

Nuclear debate

· Engage in nuclear debate, emphasise:

· No safe disposal at present

· There are alternatives

· Costs of nuclear uncertain

· Church involvement  and response patchy; cf CEL early days.  Is there agreement in CEL as to how to approach the nuclear debate?

· Personal will re church involvement in the nuclear debate

· A challenge to us all: do we have the personal will to cut down our consumption so we don’t need nuclear?

· Need to change political and personal will

· General consensus  against new nuclear plants , at the moment

· Write to MP’s

· Support micro generation Bill

· Challenge our own consumption

· Communicate with Christians

· Develop theology that grounds our action

Species

· Provide nest boxes

· Send nest boxes to our MPs

· Do sponsored walks to raise money for species retaining

· Conserve wildlife in  churchyards

· Join wildlife Trust

· Have 10 minutes solitude outside everyday

Local works

· Campaign for sustainable Bill to reverse losses of local PO’s; Banks etc

· More traffic means more pollution

· Less community, less democratic, less active participation

· Encourage local action
