The day provides an opportunity to explore the spiritual, ethical and practical dimensions of the environment. It will help delegates to teach environmental issues holistically, develop good practice in the running of their schools and inspire the next generation of their students to become teachers, scientists, engineers and artisans of the next generation.

The day is facilitated by Claire Foster and David Shreeve of the Environmental Dimension, advisors to the Church of England and the Roman Catholic Church, schools, businesses and other bodies and enterprises on environmental concern. They bring a combination of spirituality, intellectual rigour, humour and practical advice to environment issues.

Claire Foster’s background is in theology, moral philosophy and environmental and medical ethics. She has published widely in these areas, including several books on spirituality, theology and the environment. She has previously taught A level Religious Studies and Ethics. She sits on the 10 Downing Street Coalition on Climate Change and advises the Conservative Party’s Quality of Life Commission. She is a Lay Canon at St Paul’s Cathedral and Senior Advisor to the St Paul’s Institute. 

David Shreeve is the Director of the Conservation Foundation which he co-founded with David Bellamy in 1982. The Foundation aims to promote positive environmental news, information and action and has created and managed initiatives involving all environmental issues throughout the UK and the world. In 2004 he was awarded a Lambeth Degree in recognition for his efforts in helping the Church of England’s understanding of environmental issues.

The day consists of four sessions, covering an overview of the state of the environment, and spiritual, ethical and moral responses.
