Over 500 people came, including about 50 “youth” in red t-shirts who had had a sleep-over and then went off and spent most of the day doing action such as a litter pick and cleaning community. www.bradford.anglican.org
Sam Randall was a main organiser. (People came from across the diocese because it was the Diocese Day, not because they were green) This is the second year there has been such a day. Elaine Storkey gave two talks to everyone in the morning and the afternoon, about climate change and also about theology and the environment. My impression was that it was very much appreciated by people who were new to Green Ideas, though I had heard most before.  She gave a very good summing up. There were 28 workshops, several about the environment, including leaders such as Jo Rathbone (EcoCongregation), Tim Cooper (Christian Ecology Link), David Pickering (Operation Noah), Claire Foster and David Shreeve (on Climate Change).

Clare Hyde (a CEL member who came to Chester, and our DEO) ran a Bradford Diocese EarthCare Stall, and John Anderson (CEL Methodist from Shipley) brought leaflets about the upcoming Bradford  EarthCare visit and Energy Day at Gibson’s Mill in 13 October.

I had driven, as one side of a 40 mile side triangle, the previous evening, to put up the exhibition. But on the day I went by train and with the help of CEL member Althea Shevill and another particiapnt from Giggleswick brought all the exhibition material back by train.
