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The way we treat our planet says a lot about the way we treat its Creator.  And there is no more complex and serious environmental challenge than climate change.

The world is beginning to see the first effects.  There has been an increase in droughts and floods and things are going to get a lot worse, especially for the poor countries.  Climate change is caused mainly by industrialised countries like the UK burning oil, coal and gas which releases green house gases into the atmosphere.  

The Government's chief scientist, Professor Sir David King, said last month that the last time green house gases were at the level they are now was 60 million years ago during a rapid period of global warming. Levels soared to 1,000 parts per million, causing a mass extinction.

"No ice was left on Earth. Antarctica was the best place for mammals to live, and the rest of the world would not sustain human life," he said.  Sir David warned that if the world did not curb its burning of fossil fuels "we will reach that level by 2100". 

So what are world governments doing in the face of such warnings?  Well, Kyoto is in stalemate and our own government is currently considering relaxing limits on emissions by industry.  i.e. nothing is being done! Greenhouse gas emissions are continuing to escalate.  The price paid for our apathy by wildlife and future generations, even our own children, will be huge.
