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OPERATION NOAH is a groundbreaking programme with a striking ethical message.  Over the next ten years, working with churches and community groups, it aims to bring all sectors of society together to act against climate change. 

Operation Noah gives individuals and organisations the power to build a clean and just economy, in three easy steps.

· Sign the Climate Covenant to build support for a just resolution to human-made global warming. We will tell the Government what they are being asked to do. But crucially the Climate Covenant is also an undertaking to take action oneself. The most effective way to do this is to switch to renewable energy sources.
· Take action yourself:  You can save tonnes of greenhouse gas every year by converting to energy from renewable sources.  The top two suppliers in the Friends of the Earth ‘green energy league table’ will make a donation to Operation Noah for each new customer they gain through the programme.  This will be used to reach more people.  We will send other ideas about how you can reduce emissions when we receive a signed Climate Covenant. From time to time, participants will be offered further ideas about ways to reduce their greenhouse gas emissions.

· Spread the word to family, friends and colleagues, and help other organisations on board, using our free downloadable ‘Ark in a Box’ presenter’s pack.

Equipping local activity

The ‘Ark in a Box’ includes a  wide range of resources to encourage further churches or community groups on board.  Volunteers will be supported by a Helpline.

· Magazine articles, newsletter notices, clip art, posters and press releases

· A choice of talks for all-age and adult audiences, and a drama sketch

· Technical briefings on global climate change and its projected effects
· Outline of a children’s activity

· Scripture readings, Bible studies and worship material.

Forthcoming developments potentially include:

· education materials for adult participants, schools and young people’s groups

· a fuel poverty project enabling churches and voluntary groups to help vulnerable people improve home energy efficiency

· helping churches and community groups in the UK and the developing world to install their own power generation capacity, using clean energy technologies

· clean-energy merchandising (e.g. light bulbs and solar appliances)

Noah - a word for today
When life on Earth was under threat from violent weather, Noah, in the Hebrew scriptures, knew he had to act.  He used his skill to build an Ark, and so saved the whole of creation from the Flood.  

Noah has the power to break through the confusion and denial which characterises our society’s attitude to the evidence before us. He is a figure of responsibility in a time of climatic crisis. 
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The Climate Covenant 


World leaders must act to avert dangerous climate change, and give everyone fair access to energy in a sustainable world economy.

We will take action personally to reduce greenhouse gas emissions.


Operation Noah joins with a wide range of non-governmental organisations and churches in calling for at least 60% reductions in greenhouse gas emissions worldwide by 2050, in an international framework known as ‘contraction and convergence’.  The programme is a founder member of the Climate Crisis Coalition which co-ordinates NGO campaigning for this objective.


Operation Noah is currently in its pilot phase.  During this period, we would like to hear views about how it can be improved.

The use of fossil fuels is mainly responsible for global warming.  The results are expected to include species extinctions, poverty, homelessness and conflict, especially in developing countries.


A global agreement is needed to switch to cleaner fuels - but no such agreement exists.  Governments will only take the action necessary if their voters and consumers show they care about the prospects for those most at risk.  


Operation Noah therefore aims to elicit personal responsibility for the ethical consequences of energy use, and give it expression through informed democratic and consumer choices.
