The Church Eco-Group at the St Ives Free Church is a new initiative at the church responding to our society’s concern about Climate Change.  The Eco-Group is looking at how the church can make practical changes to conserve energy, recycle etc., includes  At the same time the group wants to look at the bigger picture.  This is why, in conjunction with Churches Together in St Ives, Professor Bob White of Cambridge University has been invited to speak about climate change from his perspective as a scientist and christian. 
Professor Robert (Bob) White is Professor of Geophysics in the Department of Earth Sciences at Cambridge (since 1989) and was elected a Fellow of the Royal Society in 1994. He is also a Fellow of the Geological Society, and a member of the American Geophysical Union and several other professional bodies; he serves on many of their committees. He leads a research group investigating the Earth’s dynamic crust: in particular the way in which enormous volumes of volcanic rock are produced when continents and oceans rift apart. His work at sea has taken him to the Atlantic, Indian and Pacific Oceans and his research group is currently investigating the internal structure of volcanoes in Iceland, the Faroes and the Atlantic margin. His scientific work is published in over 300 papers and articles.

 Bob is acting chair of the John Ray Initiative, an educational charity that works to develop and communicate a Christian understanding of the environment. Since 1988 he has been a Fellow of St Edmund’s College, Cambridge. He is Associate Director of the Faraday Institute for Science and Religion
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
